This course provides instruction

in the process of effective written
communication for a variety of formats.

The course will
utilize reading, discussion and personal
insight to increase students' capacity to
write simple paragraphs, formal essays,
reports and research projects. Students
will be equipped with techniques

that facilitate creative, academic, and
professional written communication.
Additionally, students will be given library
activities to enhance research skills.

Students integrate prior learning to
evaluate professional scenarios, assess
interpersonal and professional behaviors,
critically evaluate information from
multiple sources, and synthesize self-
assessment data to develop strategies
supporting academic completion,
adaptability, and lifelong learning across
diverse career pathways.
